Dear Parishioners: 
 

Happy Birthday! 

 

This Sunday, we celebrate the aspect of our faith that Jesus who rose from the dead, finished the mission given to 

him by our heavenly God, returned to the Father but not before commissioning the Apostles to continue his work. He 

prepared them for three years and now he breathed on them giving them his Spirit to guide and strengthen them as 

they continue his work. We say this is the beginning of the Church or the birthday of the Church. And since we are 

the Church, we say this is also our birthday. 

 

We are a Pilgrim People continuing the work of Jesus, but not just dependent on ourselves. We too are given the  

Holy Spirit, the same Spirit that was given to the apostles and the same Spirit that raised Jesus from the dead.       

Imagine, then, the strength which is in us to hear God’s Word and to proclaim it. How can people believe if they 

don’t hear God’s Word, and how can they hear if no one tells them, and if we don’t tell some people, maybe no one 

will tell those individuals. There is an expression that we may be the only bible with which someone may come in 

contact. Again, we don’t do it without resources to guide and enable us. We are given wisdom, understanding, right 

judgement, courage, knowledge, reverence and a sense of wonder and awe in God’s presence. These are the gifts of 

the Spirit which enable us to continue our work as the Church. Happy Birthday. 

 

How appropriate it is that on this Sunday, Pentecost, at the 11:00 AM Mass we celebrate the Confirmation of one of 

our young parishioners, Jeremy Leafey. Jeremy is 15 and a sophomore in high school. He, his parents, David and 

Lailyn, and sister have been parishioners of St. Augustine Parish for many years. When I first came to the parish in 

2014, I baptized his sister, Emma Rose, and gave Jeremy his First Holy Communion. As you know, the Bishop is the 

ordinary minister of Confirmation but because of different circumstances, the Archbishop has delegated me to     

confirm Jeremy, specifically on Pentecost. Jackie Lanza helped prepare Jeremy a number of years ago for First   

Communion and most recently helped him to prepare for Confirmation. We are so fortunate that Jackie provides this 

service, of sharing the faith with our young parishioners preparing for sacraments. 

 

As you know, in honor of the 150th anniversary of St. Joseph being designated as the Patron of the Universal 

Church, Pope Francis has designated 2021 as the Year of St. Joseph. In collaboration with our Parish Pastoral    

Council, we decided to recite the Litany of St. Joseph at our Sunday Masses, we have brought the statue of St. Joseph 

into the sanctuary, and he is included each week in a petition in the Prayer of the Faithful. The purpose of this is to 

help us reflect more deeply on his life and virtues and hopefully imitate those virtues into our own lives. In light of 

all of this, we are going to provide the opportunity to discuss the Apostolic Letter which Pope Francis wrote in     

connection with this special year. It is entitled, “With a Father’s Heart.”  We will meet on Zoom on the four       

Mondays of June: June 7, 14, 21 and 28 (7:00 PM-8:30 PM). If you would like to be part of this discussion, please 

sign up in the back of the church or email me at pastorstaugustine@gmail.com.
