I am very happy to inform you that our Provincial, Fr. Rob Hagan, 

OSA, has asked Fr. Rich O’Leary, OSA to join our local             

Augustinian Community to serve as our community treasurer as 

well as to help out in our parish. I as well as our local community 

(Fr. Paul and Fr. Jim P.) are delighted that Fr. Rob asked him. 

Fr. Rich was born in the Bronx. He has been an Augustinian for 62 

years and this coming week, September 22nd, will be celebrating 

his 50th anniversary of priesthood.

He also brings with him a very    

outgoing and affable personality. He loves being a priest and being around people. 

On a personal level, Fr. Rich enjoys Villanova basketball, doing some research in his family genealogy as well as 

walking.
